As you are aware every year the Department organizes Annual Extension Festival titled is “UDAAN-the Flight of 
Extension”. This year the Festival has been organized at Mumbai, Thane, Raigad, Ratnagiri & Sindhudurg districts 
in a decentralized manner. Participation of your college in Street play & Poster Competition at the time of festival is 
mandatory.  
 
 
 

COMPETITIONS 
Two Competitions will be organized for Annual Festival “UDAAN: The Flight of Extension: 2011-2012” as given 
below: 
1. Street Play Competition  

   * Each college will be given 10 minutes for performing Street Play in the competition. 
   * Maximum 15 participants can participate in the Street Play including musicians, singers etc. Additionally 5students 

                   and 2 teachers totaling 22 participants can participate in the festival. 
   * The scoring of the Street Play will be done on the basis of theme relevant to extension project, acting performance,  
      presentation, overall impact and the message delivered by the Street Play. 

 

2. Poster Competition 
The college should prepare one poster each on the Extension Work Projects which they have taken for the academic 
year 2011 - 2012 (e. g. if your college has enrolled for two projects viz. PEC & NIOS, then your college can present 
only two posters i. e. one for each project & not more than that). The size of the Poster will be approximately 28”× 
22” (inches) on a card paper. Please do not use hard card board paper, thermacol sheets or any other material 
for the poster which create inconvenience for transportation of the posters. Please use poster card paper only which 
can be easily rolled over. 
The poster should be sent directly to the respective Centers one day before the date of Festival of your 
Colleges. Please bring attendance sheet for the students in regular proforma at the festival. Please write the 
name of the student and the college at the back side of the poster. 
 

Please refer the rules, regulations & guidelines about the competition given during Second Term Training 
Program in the resource material file vide pg. nos. 17 to 21. All the participants should remain present half an 
hour before the scheduled time. 
 

COMPERE / ANCHOR 
All Extension Work Colleges in Mumbai, Greater Mumbai and Thane only are requested to send two Extension 
Work Students who are interested for the Anchoring / Compering one of the sessions (in Marathi, Hindi & English) 
of the festival at Mumbai & Suburban regions to the Department on January 05, 2012 (the day of the selection 
process) at 11:00 a.m. with their details. The Expert Committee appointed by the Department will select the Anchor/ 
Compere. The colleges are requested to send the names of the Extension Work Students / Student Managers for 
Anchoring / Compering in the prescribed format on or before December 31, 2011. The brief note about the festival 
given in the resource material file (pg. nos. 17 to 21) can be used for presentation as anchoring in the selection 
process. The selected students will be given an opportunity for anchoring at the time of festival at any of the places in 
Mumbai & Suburban regions.  
 

ESSAY WRITING 
The students who are not participating in the festival are assigned to write an essay in 1500 words on A4 size plain 
paper separately in addition to the final project work. These essays of all the students will be checked by the 
extension teacher by giving one of the grades A+ (Excellent), A (Very Good), B (Good), C (Satisfactory), D (Fail) as 
per the performance of the essay. Please bring these essays under the signature of your Field Coordinator separately 
at the time of Annual process of Monitoring & Evaluation for final 10 grace marks at the Nodal Centre. The further 
schedule & details about this will be sent to you vide our next circular in a due course.
